This year’s edition of The Mandala highlights the talent of 47 students from nine alternative high schools/programs across the state.  These students are among 437 students from 47 alternative high schools and programs who have had works published over the past nine years.  

Dawn Shattuck, Rockefeller instructor, states, “The Mandala becomes a permanent record of who the alternative high school students are today.” 

The first run of 200 copies of The Mandala was released mid-February to student authors and artists, their classroom instructors, and IAAE Board Members.
